Candidates for co-option will be required to attend the Parish Council meeting on Monday 1 February 2020 (please note this meeting may be held on Zoom owing to government restrictions in place because of the Coronavirus pandemic), to make a short, maximum five minutes address to Briston Parish Council giving reasons as to why they wish to be considered as a Parish Councillor for Briston.
